The Human Resource Director

conducts a salary study annualy using wage surveys from Washington State and The United

Way non-profit agency. The study determines market rate compensation for job descriptions

and is used as a guide to set our pay scale. The Board of Directors evaluates the CEO's

performance and votes on his salary adjustments accordingly. The Board of Directors

compares the CEQ's salary to that of other key employees. The Board of Directors and the

CEO signed a three year contract in 2008 for his salary and benefits. On January 31, 2011

the CEQ's performance will become due for evaluation and a possible salary adjustment.

The Human Resourge Director

performs a salary study annually using wage surveys from Washington State and the United

Way non-profit agency. The study determines market rate compensation for job descriptions

and is used as a guide to set wages on ocur pay scale. The Board of Directors compare the

wages of key employees to that of the CEO and the CFO. The CFO is accountable to the

Board of Directors and especially the Finance Committee. The CFO's performance is

aevaluated by the CEO.

Senior Services publishes the IRS 990 tax report on it's website.

Senior Services maintains custody of donated funds. Professional fund raising agencies

are paid for their services but do not collect funds on behalf of the Agency. The Fund

Development department staff ensure that contributions are posted in the correct amount

and that donor restrictions are recognized. The Finance Department staff reconcile bank

statements and Development Program records to the general ledger.

Nutrition Program - Meals on Wheels delivered 160,500 meals to people who could no longer

cook for themselves, Senior Dining served 101,085 hot meals at locations where friendship

and activities are offered. Senior Farmers' Market provided fresh prodece to 889 low

income seniors during the summer growing months.

Although we do not have a written document retention policy we follow the requirements of

grants, contracts and audits for document retention.
